Welcome and Introductions

Allison called the meeting to order at 4:15 p.m.

Everyone went around the room and introduced themselves.
Polk County Decat CBCAP Funds
Teresa Burke explained that the Iowa Child Abuse Prevention Council (ICAPC) has been a subcontractor under the CBCAP contract between Prevent Child Abuse Iowa and Family Directions of Iowa.  Family Directions of Iowa was the provider and fiscal agent of these funds for FY12.  This agency is now dissolving.  PCA Iowa can dissolve their contract with Family Directions of Iowa and these CBCAP funds can be reallocated.  These funds are to support community-based child abuse prevention services.  There was originally $12,000, but how much money is left is unclear at this time. These dollars are federal fiscal year dollars.  
Teresa proposed CFI becomes the new fiscal agent for these transferred CBCAP funds.  She stated that as long as we do not change what these funds are going to be used for, we can just transfer it.  

Teresa handed out the first page of the contract between Prevent Child Abuse Iowa and Family Directions of Iowa, Inc.  The group discussed how vague the language was in this one-page document.  

Teresa explained that Family Directions of Iowa was to support a parenting class conducted through ICAPC on January 28 utilizing these CBCAP funds.  She introduced Katie Clark to explain more about this course.  

Katie explained that the services they offer meet the CBCAP criteria.  The day-long class is titled “Parenting Teens” and is for parents and teens, most of whom are required to attend through truancy court.  This class addresses issues of school avoidance, school conflicts and truancy.  The cost is approximately $1,000 per class and is held two times per calendar year.  The attendance is approximately 50 – 60 people.  

The question was posed by the group as to what kind of reporting is required for these funds.  Teresa stated that she is unsure and that she has sent an e-mail to check on that.

Teresa proposed to the group that these funds continue to be used to support Katie’s “Parenting Teens”.  The group agreed.

Alyson would like a reporting tool to be used.  It was also established that the guidelines would need to be clarified in the future.  These funds would also be available to other agencies for these types of programs in Polk County.

Transitioning Youth/Dream Team Update
Transitioning Youth Initiative Team and Youth Dream Team presented their work on the Permanency Pact.  This Permanency Pact gives youth transitioning into adulthood out of the DHS system connections in the community.  It shows them there are people in the community that are willing to help them with simple to complex tasks.  Some kids going out of the system do not have that.  They plan to ask these youth what they need help with and start building a database to include connections for support in certain areas.  
CPPC Organization Spotlight:  Mid-Iowa Family Therapy Clinic
David Palmer spoke about Mid-Iowa Family Therapy Clinic.  They opened in 1991, so they have been around for 20 years.  Mid-Iowa has 8 offices with approximately 130 – 140 staff across Iowa and they hold the FSRP contract that they share with CFI in Des Moines.  Mid-Iowa serves 577 families with 46 staff in Des Moines and they have 15 staff providing BHIS services.  
Pam Gumm spoke about Mid-Iowa’s Community Care Program.  There are seven staff in the Des Moines service area supporting this program.  This program supports keeping families that come into the system from coming back into the system.  They help families get connected to long-term services.
David shared his other initiatives:

· “R” House:  Located at 4050 Ingersoll Ave. in Des Moines.  It is a non-office like environment to support families during visits in a real-life setting, can be used for meetings, etc.  

· The Incredible Years Parenting Group:  Age-based parenting classes facilitated by David.
· Polk County Model Court:  Discuss disproportionality, fatherhood initiative and resource guidelines.

Community Updates/Announcements
Rosalind Scoggins announced that CPPC will have a table at the I’ll Make Me a World event.  If anyone would like to have a brochure handed out, please get it to her.  
January 24 will be AMP Legislator Day.  They will be at the Capitol for two to four hours to talk about their ideas to representatives.  February 16 will be IFAPA Legislative Day.  An agenda will be brought to the next meeting to share.  Alyson suggested that it would be interesting to compare how many agencies have a legislative day.  It was also suggested that we could hold one of our meetings at the Capitol and invite legislators to explain the lobbying processes to the group.  

AMP now has 13 Chapters.  They opened an office in Fort Dodge last Saturday.

Kids Fest is March 2, 3 and 4.  Polk County CPPC will have a presence at all three days of Kids Fest and so will MECCA.
